(excluding the Gulf Islands)
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Sand and Gravel Deposit Methodology

The Local Government Act Section 473.1c requires an official community plan to map
approximate locations or areas of sand and gravel deposits that are suitable for future extraction.

Schedule J contains maps identifying sand and gravel deposits in the CVRD electoral areas.
There are records of sand and gravel deposits in electoral areas A, B, C, D, E, Fand I.

There are two data sources for Schedule J. The first is the Aggregate Inventory of British Columbia
- Private Pits (accessed from the BC Data Catalogue), which is a database of private aggregate
pits in British Columbia that was compiled as part of the BC Geological Survey's Aggregate
Inventory Project in 1996. This data was reduced to pits with a status of “Active” within the CVRD
area, and to only include landforms that include sand and/or gravel. This excluded other
aggregates that did not include sand and/or gravel. It also excluded pits with a status such as
“Closed” as these would not indicate existing deposits.

The second source was Notice of Work (NoW) Spatial Locations — Public (accessed from the BC
Data Catalogue), which represents applications for mining permits in British Columbia. This
dataset was reduced to permits within the CVRD area that have a status of “Not Started” or
“Operating”, and to only include “Sand & Gravel”. This excluded other mining activities such as
coal and minerals. It also excluded permits with status such as “Abandoned” or “Closed” as these
would not indicate existing deposits.

Map Interpretation

Mapping schedules contain the following reference features: CVRD electoral area boundaries,
parcel boundaries, Indian Reserves, and roads including primary highways (freeways and
highways) and secondary roads (arterial, collector, and select local roads) as identified in the
provincial Digital Road Atlas.
