floor cleaning, weight measurement, air treatment, clocks, sports  
and leisure, power tools, sewing and textile, exercise machines, etc.

LARGE APPLIANCES 
	9�	 Fridges, freezers, stoves, dishwashers, washing machines, dryers, 
air conditioners, barbeques, water coolers, dehumidifiers

contained liquids (e.g. ice cream containers, tetra paks, etc.)

	9�	 Aluminum containers: cans, empty non-hazardous aerosol cans, 
foil, disposable pie plates and baking trays

	9�	 Plastic containers & single-use plastics: plastic bottles, jars, tubs, 
clamshells, trays, food storage containers, utensils and straws

	9�	 Steel containers: cans, tins, spray containers

	9�	 Engine, hydraulic, transmission, and gear oil
�	 Maximum 20L per day

	9�	 All types accepted. May contain residual oils FREE

OIL FILTERS 
	9�	 All sizes accepted FREE

ORGANICS 
	9�	 Kitchen scraps (cooked or raw), meat, fish, dairy, grains, vegetables, 
food soiled paper, napkins, pizza boxes and waxed cardboard

	 NO animal carcasses, pet waste, offal or butchering waste, personal 
hygiene products, compostable or biodegradable plastics or containers

�	 Maximum container size: 25L

	 NO unlabelled containers, tar-based products, rusted, leaking or bulging 
containers; pesticides and paint thinners accepted separately

FREE

PAINT SPRAY CANS 
	9�	 All oil- or water-based paints 
	9�	 Limit of 50 containers per day
	 NO unlabelled containers, tar-based products, rusted, leaking or bulging 
containers; pesticides and paint thinners accepted separately

FREE

PAPER & CARDBOARD 
	9�	 Newspaper, cardboard, magazines, flyers, catalogues, phone books, 
writing paper, paper packaging that contained dry items

	 NO padded envelopes, waxed cardboard, hard or soft cover books

FREE

PESTICIDES (DOMESTIC) 
	9�	 Domestic, household use
	9�	 Must have both the poisonous (skull & cross bones) symbol 
and Pest Control Product (PCP) number on container

	9�	 Maximum container size: 10L

FLEXIBLE PLASTICS 
	9�	 Plastic bags
�	 Outer bags and overwrap
�	 Crinkly potato chip bags and snack wrappers
�	 Zipper-lock and stand-up pouches
�	 Flexible packaging with a plastic seal
�	 Woven plastic bags
�	 Protective and squishy cushion packaging

	 NO 6-pack rings, PVC/vinyl plastics, compostable or biodegradable 
plastics, plastic-lined paper

FREE

PROPANE TANKS 
	9�	 Disposable and refillable propane tanks accepted
	 NO helium, oxygen, freon, or any other tanks. Return these tanks to the 
retailer

FREE

REFUNDABLE BEVERAGE CONTAINERS 
	9�	 Glass and plastic bottles, aluminum cans, drink boxes, juice pouches, 
milk and milk alternative containers

	 NO growlers or u-brew containers

FREE

SHARPS/SYRINGES
	9�	 Personal sharps and syringes accepted. Must be contained in a labelled, 
hard plastic container with a secure lid. Check with  
attendant for disposal.

SMOKE & CARBON MONOXIDE (CO) ALARMS 
	9�	 All smoke, carbon monoxide (CO) and combination smoke/CO 
alarms accepted

FREE

STYROFOAM 
	9�	 Meat trays, egg cartons, drinking cups, and foam clamshells. White foam
must be sorted separately from colour foam

	 NO pink or blue insulation, foam packing chips or noodles

FREE

SOLVENTS & FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS 
	9�	 Liquid paint thinners, solvents, camp fuels and liquid adhesives. 
Must have a flame symbol or phrase similar to "keep away from 
open spark or flame" on the label

	9�	 Maximum container size: 10L

THERMOSTATS 
	9�	 Mercury-containing, electronic, mechanical and furnace
thermostats accepted

FREE

TIRES 
	9�	 Passenger car and light truck tires
	9�	 Off-rim bicycle tires
	 NO inner tubes or tires larger than 21 inches

On Rim:

VEHICLE BATTERIES 
	9�	 All sizes and types of lead-acid units accepted FREE

YARD WASTE 
	9�	 Grass, leaves, and branches no more than 3" diameter
	 NO rock, sod or dirt. Lumber and stumps accepted separately. 
Noxious and invasive plants require separate handling  
(see below)

NOXIOUS & INVASIVE PLANTS 
	 The following invasive plants are NOT ACCEPTED with yard 
waste: Giant Hogweed, Knotweed, Poison Hemlock, Daphne/

to handle and can cause burns, blindness, and rashes. Contact 
us or visit our website to learn how to manage these plants.

	 NO treated wood, lead-based paint, arborite, melamine, 
linoleum, particle board, strand board or painted wood

MATTRESSES 
	9�	 Innerspring, latex foam, box spring, futons 
and hide-a-bed mattresses

	 Soiled or contaminated mattresses  
(subject to additional surcharge)
