Through community donations, the Cowichan Community Centre can help cover the cost of recreation programs, events,
activities or passes offered by the Cowichan Community Centre. This funding is intended to help give eligible families the
chance to take part in recreation programs, activities or events within the Cowichan Community Centre.

Who is Eligible?
» Individuals and/or families who live within the Cowichan Valley Regional District

» Includes children and/or their parents living at the same address.

» Individuals and families in the CVRD who are on Income Assistance or are working low income. Your combined
gross family income must be within the required income ranges.

» Post-Secondary students are not eligible

How to Apply

» Pick up an application form from the Cowichan Community Centre reception desk.
» Return completed form to the reception desk and bring proof of residency and proof of income.

Guidelines

> The credit amount for 20206 R.A.P is up to a maximum of $75 per individual per year and is in effect until
December 31, 2026.

» Credits are not redeemable for cash value and are not transferable from one year to the next

» Only a limited amount of funds are available each year. All applications for the R.A.P will be processed in
confidence and on a first come first served basis with priority given to children and youth.

» All information provided in the application remains confidential, unless required by a Freedom of Information
request.

» You may apply once per calendar year.

How to Redeem Recreation Access Credit

Once approved you will receive a call advising you of the amount approved for and next steps.
The credit acts as payment for activity passes and/or for when you register for a recreation program.

» Register in person at the Cowichan Community Centre Reception desk.

Types of activities include:

» Children /Youth: Skating classes or passes, camps, preschool programs, children and youth programs, events, or
theatre programs.
